Nerespectarea
instructiunilor mentionate mai jos poate duce la
electrocutare, incendiu si/sau vatdmari corporale grave.
Pastrati toate indicatiile de avertizare si instructiunile in
vederea utilizarilor viitoare.
Termenul "sculd electrica" folosit in indicatiile de avertizare
se referd la sculele electrice alimentate de la retea (cu cablu
de alimentare) sau la sculele electrice cu acumulator (fara
cablu de alimentare).

Siguranta la locul de munca

» Mentineti-va sectorul de lucru curat si bine iluminat.
Dezordinea sau sectoarele de lucru neluminate pot duce
laaccidente.

» Nulucrati cu sculele electrice in mediu cu pericol de
explozie, in care exista lichide, gaze sau pulberi
inflamabile. Sculele electrice genereaza scantei care pot
aprinde praful sau vaporii.

» Nu permiteti accesul copiilor si al spectatorilor in
timpul utilizarii sculei electrice. Daca va este distrasa
atentia puteti pierde controlul.

Siguranta electrica

» Feriti sculele electrice de ploaie sau umezeala.
Patrunderea apei intr-o sculd electricd mareste riscul de
electrocutare.

Siguranta persoanelor

» Fiti atenti, aveti grija de ceea ce faceti si procedati
rational atunci cand lucrati cu o scula electrica. Nu
folositi scula electrica atunci cand sunteti obositi sau
va aflati sub influenta drogurilor, a alcoolului sau a
medicamentelor. Un moment de neatentie in timpul
utilizarii sculelor electrice poate duce la raniri grave.

» Purtati echipament personal de protectie. Purtati
intoteauna ochelari de protectie. Purtarea
echipamentului personal de protectie, ca masca pentru
praf, incaltdminte de siguranta antiderapantd, casca de
protectie sau protectia auditiva, in functie de tipul si
utilizarea sculei electrice, diminueaza riscul ranirilor.

» Evitati o punere in functiune involuntari. inainte de a
introduce stecherul in priza si/sau de a introduce
acumulatorul in scula electrica, de a o ridicasaude a o
transporta, asigurati-va ca aceasta este oprita.

» Purtati imbracaminte adecvata. Nu purtati
imbracaminte larga sau podoabe. Feriti parul si
imbracamintea de piesele aflate in miscare.
Imbracimintea larga, parul lung sau podoabele pot fi
prinse in piesele aflate in miscare.

» Daca pot fi montate echipamente de aspirare si
colectare a prafului, asigurati-va ca acestea sunt
racordate si folosite in mod corect. Folosirea unei
instalatii de aspirare a prafului poate duce la reducerea
poludrii cu praf.

» Nuva lasati amagiti de usurinta in operare dobandita
in urma folosirii frecvente a sculelor electrice si nu
ignorati principiile de siguranta ale acestora.

Utilizarea si manevrarea atenta a sculelor electrice

» Nusuprasolicitati scula electrica. Folositi pentru
executarea lucrarii dv. scula electrica destinata acelui
scop. Cu scula electrica potrivita lucrati mai bine si mai
sigur in domeniul de putere indicat.

» Nufolositi scula electrica daca aceasta are
intrerupatorul defect. O scula electrica, care nu mai
poate fi pornita sau opritd, este periculoasa si trebuie
reparata.

» Scoateti stecherul afara din priza si/sau indepartati
acumulatorul daca este detasabil, inainte de a executa
reglaje, a schimba accesorii sau a depozita scula
electrica. Aceasta masura de prevedere impiedica
pornirea involuntara a sculei electrice.

» Pastrati sculele electrice nefolosite la loc inaccesibil
copiilor si nu lasati sa lucreze cu scula electrica
persoane care nu sunt familiarizate cu aceasta sau
care nu au citit prezentele instructiuni. Sculele
electrice devin periculoase atunci cand sunt folosite de
persoane lipsite de experienta.

» intretineti sculele electrice si accesoriile acestora.
Verificati alinierea corespunzatoare, controlati daca,
componentele mobile ale sculei electrice nu se
blocheaza, sau daca exista piese rupte sau deteriorate
care sa afecteze functionarea sculei electrice. inainte
de utilizare dati la reparat o scula electrica
defectapiesele deteriorate. Cauza multor accidente a
fost intretinerea necorespunzatoare a sculelor electrice.

» Mentineti bine dispozitivele de taiere bine ascutite si
curate.

» Respectati toate instructiunile de incarcare si nu
reincarcati acumulatorul sau scula electrica cu
acumulator la temperaturi situate in afara domeniului
de temperaturi specificat in instructiuni. Incarcarea
incorectd sau la temperaturi situate in afara domeniului
de temperaturi specificat ar putea cauza deteriorarea
acumulatorului si mari riscul de incendiu.

intretinere

» incredintati scula electrica pentru reparare
personalului de specialitate, calificat in acest scop,
repararea facandu-se numai cu piese de schimb
originale. Astfel veti fi siguri cd este mentinutd siguranta
sculei electrice.

» Nuintretineti niciodata acumulatori deteriorati.
Intretinerea acumulatorilor ar trebui efectuata numai de
cdtre producator sau de catre furnizori de service
autorizati de acesta.
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Instructiuni de siguranta pentru slefuitoare si
polizoare

» Folositi scula electrica numai pentru slefuire uscata.
Patrunderea apei intr-o sculd electricd mdreste riscul de
electrocutare.

» Atentie, pericol de incendiu! Evitati supraincalzirea
materialului slefuit si al slefuitorului sau polizorului.
inaintea pauzelor de lucru, goliti intotdeauna
recipentul de praf.

Vaporii pot irita caile
respiratorii.

» Nu modifica si nu deschide acumulatorul. Existd
pericolul de scurtcircuit.

» inurma contactului cu obiecte ascutite ca de exemplu
cuie sau surubelnite sau prin actiunea unor forte
exterioare asupra sa, acumulatorul se poate deteriora.
Se poate produce un scurtcircuit intern fn urma caruia
acumulatorul sa se aprinda, sa scoata fum, sa explodeze
sau sa se supraincalzeasca.

Acumulatorul este prevazut cu 2 trepte de blocare, care au
rolul de a preveni caderea acumulatorului din scula electrica
in cazul apasarii involuntare a tastei de deblocare

a acumulatorului. Atat timp cat acumulatorul se afld in
interiorul sculei electrice, acesta este mentinut in pozitie
prin forta elastica a unui arc.

Indicatorul starii de incarcare a acumulatorului

Observatie: Nu orice tip de acumulator dispune de un
indicator al nivelului de incarcare.

LED-urile verzi ale indicatorului stdrii de incarcare a
acumulatorului indicd starea de incarcare a acumulatorului.
Din considerente legate de siguranta, verificarea starii de
ncarcare este posibila numai cu scula electricd oprita.
