Pojem elektri¢no orodije, ki se pojavlja v nadaljnjem

besedilu, se nanasa na elektricna orodja z elektricnim

pogonom (z elektricnim kablom) in na akumulatorska
elektricna orodja (brez elektri¢nega kabla).

Varnost na delovnem mestu

» Delovno mesto naj bo vedno Cisto in dobro osvetljeno.
Nered in neosvetljena delovna mesta povecajo moznost
nezgod.

» Elektricnega orodja ne uporabljajte v okolju, v
katerem lahko pride do eksplozij (prisotnost vnetljivih
tekocin, plinov ali prahu). Elektri¢na orodja povzrocajo
iskrenje, zaradi katerega se lahko prah ali hlapi vnamejo.

» Ko uporabljate elektri¢no orodje, poskrbite, da v
bliZini ni otrok ali drugih oseb. Odvracanje pozornosti
lahko povzrociizgubo nadzora nad orodjem.

Elektri¢na varnost
